Pet Rules for Quail Hollow Family Housing:

-Limit to 2 Pets per Household - All dogs must be on a leash when being walked, even if you are by your house.
-Non-Military must pay a non-refundable Pet Fee of $300.00 per pet. Military must pay a $250.00 Pet Deposit
that is refundable at the time of move out upon no damage to the home.

- Please make sure dogs are not barking nonstop throughout the day or night. Please consider your neighbors!
- We need a picture of each pet and rabies vaccination records as well.

« Hunt Military Communities does have breed restrictions for Dogs. Residents cannot have restricted breeds or
dogs mixed with restricted breeds. The restricted breeds are; Pit Bull(American Staffordshire Bull Terrier/English
Staffordshire Terrier), Rottweiler, Presa Canarios, Doberman Pinscher, Chow Chow, Akitas, Mastiff, Great Danes,
Alaskan Malamutes, & Wolf Hybrids.

MAINTENANCE TIPS

1. Be sure to check your filter - make sure they are in good condition and don't need to
be replaced.

2. Check Air Flow - ensure all vents are blowing the correct temps and they are open.
Inspect ductwork for any signs of damage or obstructions.

3. Make sure the A/C & Heat Systems are working properly and nothing needs to be
replaced. Contact our Maintenance Team if you think there is a problem.

4. Thermostat - verify the settings are correct and that you understand how to
program it. During the Summer, there will be a 20-degree difference from outside. In
the winter, there will be a 35-40 degree difference.

5. Seals - Check that all windows, doors and crawl spaces are sealed. Contact our
Maintenance Team if you see anything.
